	     wagon in the parade o n Saturday, April 29th, 2017, at the Taylor County Fairgrounds.
	 •   Floats must be set up at the Taylor County Fairgrounds by 9:00 am on Saturday, April
	     29th, 2017. Judging is scheduled for 9:00 am on that date. (Floats can be delivered Friday, 
	     April 28th, 2017 between noon & 6:00 pm)
	 •   Parade and awarding of prizes is scheduled for 10:30 am on Saturday, April 29th, 2017,
	     at the Taylor County Fairgrounds. 
	 •   Criteria for judging the floats are originality, artistic merit and expression of the theme

	     “Celebrate Wisconsin’s Maple Magic”.	
	 •   Prizes to be awarded: 1st Place-$300 cash; 2nd Place-$200 cash; 3rd-$100 cash.
	     Participation Prizes will also be awarded.
