3. Categories: 1.) Youth: Under 18, up to 2 entries 2.) Adult: 18 and oier, up to 2 entries
4. Size and Mountng: Entries may be submited electronically or printed 44x6 or 5x7 only) in color and/or 

black and white. DO NOT FRAME THE PRINTS.
5. Entry Labels: Each photograph submited to this contest must include an entry label atached to the back 

of it.  Do not put any identicaton on the front of your entries.
6. Entry Deadline: Monday, April 15, 2019.

9. Prizes: The judges will select 8 winning photos, a “Best of Show” and 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place for each 
category. The “Best of Show” winner will receiie $50.00. Each category winner will receiie: for 1 st place- 
$30.00; for 2nd place- $20.00; and for 3rd place- $10.00. All photos will be on display.
